	Council Matters : 

Registrar of Societies :

The Secretary reported that in the absence of a copy of the Audited Accounts he still had not been able to file the outstanding returns to the Registrar of Societies.  See Item 3.5 below.  He would do so once the Accounts had been cleared.
Post Meeting Note : the Secretary subsequently advised that he would submit final documents to the Registrar of Societies after the election of the new President and would include an explanatory note to the Registrar.

Council Membership – President :

The Secretary reported that despite repeated attempts no contact had been possible with the Club’s elected President, who was now known to have been transferred to Korea and that the transfer, instead of being intermittent as anticipated at the time of his election, now appeared to be permanent.

It was noted that under Clause 8.5 of the Constitution any Council Member absent for more than 3 consecutive Meetings without due explanation is deemed to have withdrawn from the Council.  With the President’s absence from this Meeting this situation had now occurred and needed to be addressed.

After discussion the following action was agreed :

· The Secretary to issue a Notice of an EGM to elect a new President. It was noted that since under Clause 7.5 of the Constitution, 10 days Notice needed to be given to members of an EGM, the next suitable date would be to combine an EGM with the September Get-Together. He was aware that the family still had significant debts and undertook to investigate further to see if it was appropriate to consider further assistance from Singapore

Other Cases of Need :
(i)  Stephen Jeyaraj : 

The Secretary advised it was not clear what Stephen was looking for in the way of assistance.  He advised that he had informed Stephen that he would have to produce full documentation of medical recommendations and accompany this by bank statements and other financial verification.  He was awaiting a response.  Post Meeting Note :  Ronnie Tan subsequently reported that Stephen had contacted him to say that he would not pursue assistance..

(ii)  Recent Slashing Case :
The Secretary requested that Ronnie Tan should approach the coordinators of the public assistance effort for this case to see if any further assistance was required.  It was agreed by Council Members that if the victims’ needs had already been met by other sources the Club should preserve its funds for other cases, rather than force donations that were not needed.

(iv)  Recent Accident on PIE :

The Secretary noted the recent accident on the PIE had not created any public appeals for assistance and all liabilities were presumably being dealt with by the victims’ employer and insurance claims.  It was agreed that unless appeals surfaced Lighthouse Club assistance was not required.
