Registrar of Societies :

Current Standing :
It was recorded that recent bank balance was as follows:

Welfare Payments :
It was recorded that the following payments were made in the month of July :

$550 by Standing Orders for new Ngee Ann students

$600 to the late Tony Quek’s family (Ari Wulandari ).

$600 to the late Lau See Ho’s family ( Teo Kah Gek Sharon ).

Committed Funds and Monthly Outlay :

The Secretary advised the Council that funds committed until the end of 2010 were as indicated in the attached Appendix, being $44,550, but added that this commitment included existing students from Ngee Ann to the ends of their courses and also a provision of an outstanding $30,000 as the balance of the Bursary for the NUS students. Other beneficiaries, budgeted to the end of 2010 only, would have their situations reviewed at that time.  

Interest Generating Accounts :

Zoe Stollard reported that she, Ian White and Kelvin had met with Miles Gooseman of Royal Skandia Life Assurance Ltd on 4th August to investigate options.  She reported that it was determined from that meeting that the Club’s best option would be to approach HKSB to open an interest bearing account to generate 0.75% interest, since opening accounts with other banks would involve much hassle without any significant benefit.  Kelvin had been directed to make the approach.  

Enquiry by IRR :

Kelvin Wong advised that he had met with IRR and resolved all queries on the 2009 accounts.

Bank Signatures :

Kelvin requested that with the recent change in Council Membership it would be appropriate to change the signatures on the bank account.  It was proposed that Joseph Khoo be deleted as a singaturee and that Ian White and Zoe Stollard be added.  This was approved by the Council.

Existing Case Updates :

(i) The son of the late Tan Lay Siew ( Lum Choy Fong ):

(ii) The family of the late Lau See Hong ( Teo Kah Gek Sharon ) :

(iii)  Student Assistance : 

See summary of committed funds in 3.3 / 3.4 above.  It was noted that the second tranche of assistance to NUS students was now due.  The Secretary advised that a further ( and final ) tranche would become due in one year’s time but no further payment would then be needed to cover the last year of the 4 year assistance.  The students were currently commencing the second year of their course.

(iv)  The family of the late Tony Quek (Ari Wulandari ) :

See summary of committed funds.  Next review December 2010. 

The Treasurer advised that he had not yet adjusted the Standing Order to Ari Wulandari to the agreed $800 as the bank had advised him that he needed signatures on a bank mandate to make this adjustment. He undertook to obtain these papers and obtain the necessary signatures.

Known Cases of Need :

(i) Daughter of Candido Bautista :
The Secretary advised that this case had been supported by Regional Funds from Hong Kong but that they had now fulfilled their commitments leaving the family still with significant debts.  It was noted that Willie Kay was holding a charity event for the family on 10th September and that consideration of any further assistance from Singapore could be considered after that event.

Other Cases of Need :
(i)  Stephen Jeyaraj : 

The Secretary advised despite Stephen contacting Ronnie Tan saying he would not pursue assistance, the Secretary had received a call from Stephen in late July advising that he would in fact be seeking some help.  However nothing further had been received by way of further contact or information and the Secretary stated that he believed it was likely that Stephen had after all decided not to seek help.  He recommended that this case be held in abeyance for another month and then discarded if no contact had been made in that time.  This measure was agreed by the Council.
(ii)  Recent Slashing Case :
Ronnie Tan advised that he had contacted the coordinators of this case but had received no response.  It was agreed that it was evident that no assistance from the Club was required and that no further action was needed from the Club.

(iv)  Recent Accident on PIE :

Ronnie Tan reported that his enquiries into the need for assistance for the victims had received no response and the Council agreed to not pursuing the case further unless notice of any needs were received.
