Committed Funds and Monthly Outlay :

Known Cases of Need :

(i) Mr Peter Koh :   
Joseph has advised that at this time Peter was not in need of assistance. 
(ii)  Dear Budianto :

It was recorded that the Council had agreed to support Dear Budianto through his chemotherapy sessions at an estimated total cost of About $15,600 and that four of six sessions had already been completed and paid for.
(iii)  Daughter of Candido Bautista :
Following approval by the membership of amendments to the Constitution to permit, on a case by case basis, financial support for cases of illness in close family members of needy construction workers the Secretary proposed support of up to a limit of $20,000 for the 7 month old daughter of an inspector who had been diagnosed with a rare cancer as a result of which she had already lost one eye and was in acute danger of losing her other eye unless immediate and expensive treatment was carried out.  

The Secretary reported that the likely total expenses that inspector was likely to meet was well in excess of $50,000 and that he had checked that the inspector’s Medisave account had already been exhausted.  The inspector’s take home pay was about $3,000 per month and he had a wife and three other children and had also used up both his savings and a collection of $6,500 collected from employees of his company.  Documentary evidence to support these circumstances wass available for inspection and was in the Secretary’s possession.

There were no objections to this proposal. 
(iv) Other Cases of Need :

A discussion was held regarding the difficulty has in the past and continues in the present to identify cases of need, particularly those concerning industrial accidents.  It was noted that in the past companies were not helpful in notifying us of such cases and frequently the victims themselves were afraid of accepting assistance for fear of prejudicing their claims for compensation.

Ronnie Tan advised that he was in close contact with MOM personnel and undertook to contact these people to see if arrangements could be made whereby the Club would be notified of situations where victims could be in need of assistance.  He would report back at the next Council Meeting.
