Threat of Legal Action from Messrs Expo Guide ( Mexico ) :

The President and Secretary advised that they have had consultations from Willie Kay regarding the above threat of legal action if the LHC did not pay the sum of US $ 1,673.31 in respect of alleged services rendered to the LHC.  It appears Willie signed some papers several years back, although no tangible service had actually been performed on behalf of LHC. Willie has advised that the company previously promised to cancel the charges and he intended to secure confirmation of this in writing. The Secretary will liaise with Willie on the action to be taken. 

Regional Committee Meeting – 13 November (Manila)
The President advised that the last regional Committee Meeting, intended to be held in Kuala Lumpur, was unfortunately cancelled due to lack of attendees. The next Regional Council Meeting is to be held on 13/11/10 in Manila and coincides with their annual dinner dance. The President reminded all Council Members of the importance of arranging for LHC (Singapore) to be represented at Regional Committee Meetings. Brian Radley mentioned that he may be in a position to attend on 13/11/10.

	Financial :

Current Standing :
It was recorded that the recent bank balance was as follows: 

End August 2010:                  $ 226,921.67

The President suggested the Treasurer should issue a monthly statement of the LHC account to the council, and that this should be circulated every 3 months to all LHC Members. All Council Members present agreed to this proposal.

Welfare Payments :
It was recorded that the following payments were made in the month of August:

- $800 - to the late Tony Quek’s family (Ari Wulandari ).

- $600 - to the late Lau See Ho’s family ( Teo Kah Gek Sharon ).

- $200 - for the son of Lay Siew Tan ( Lum Choy Fong ).  

- $550 - by Standing Orders for new Ngee Ann students
- $5400 – to Chariabella Bautista (one-off: fundraising BBQ 10/9/10 by Wilie Kay)
Committed Funds and Monthly Outlay :

The President advised that LHC funds committed were as indicated in the attached Appendix, being $23,100. He added that this commitment included funding existing students from Ngee Ann to the ends of their courses and a Bursary for NUS students until July 2013. Other beneficiaries, budgeted to the end of 2010 only, would have their situations reviewed at that time.  The President advised that the commitments are well within the reach of the LHC financial reserves.
Interest Generating Accounts :

Ian White advised that the Treasurer had agreed to investigate whether HSBC could offer an interest bearing account to generate 0.75% interest, in competition with LHC’s market research, since opening accounts with other banks would involve much hassle without significant benefit.  The President suggested that (in view of the projected revenue from the Dinner Dance and Golf Day) $150,000 of LHC funds could be comfortably deposited in such an account, provided they could be withdrawn in case of need. All Council Members present agreed. The Treasurer to advise the Council of the findings of his research in this regard.

Bank Signatures :

As previously approved by the Council, Ian White and Zoe Stollard to be added as bank signatories.  The Treasurer to arrange.
Club Costs :

As previously noted, the Treasurer is still to advise Council Members of individual current liabilities for meeting the following expenditures:

- Registry of Societies fees - 3 x $145 = $435
