	Financial :

Current Standing :
It was recorded that the recent bank balance was as follows: 

End September 2010:                  $ 231,502.97

End October 2010:                     $ 260,541.57
Welfare Payments :
It was recorded that the following payments were made in each of the months of September and October:

- $800 - to the late Tony Quek’s family (Ari Wulandari ).

- $600 - to the late Lau See Ho’s family ( Teo Kah Gek Sharon ).

- $200 - for the son of Lay Siew Tan ( Lum Choy Fong ).  

- $550 - by Standing Orders for new Ngee Ann students
Committed Funds and Monthly Outlay :

The President advised that LHC funds committed [until the end of next years were $42,000]. This commitment includes funding existing students from Ngee Ann to the ends of their courses and a Bursary for NUS students until July 2013. Other beneficiaries, budgeted to the end of 2010 only, would have their situations reviewed at that time. It was noted that a half-yearly report to Shell may be imminently required as the last one was given in May 2010 .

Calven Bland suggested using this figure to set fund-raising targets and to help raise awareness across members of the extent to which the LHC helps beneficiaries. Calven Bland and Kelvin Wong to work together on this initiative, perhaps publicising target–v-status in 6-monthly instalments.
Interest Generating Accounts :

The Treasurer advised he had investigated other banks and their interest rates, as suggested by Marietta, the financial adviser. It appears the advised interest rates (up to 0.75%) are only available for personal accounts. Therefore, the Treasurer advised that a) following market research and b) in view of the administrative hassle involved without significant benefit, he recommended the LHC maintain all funds in the currently held account with HSBC generating 0.25% interest. All Council Members present agreed. 

Bank Signatures :

As previously approved by the Council, Ian White and Zoe Stollard to be added as bank signatories.  The Treasurer to arrange.
Club Costs :

As previously noted, the Treasurer is still to advise Council Members of individual current liabilities for meeting the following expenditures:

(i) The son of the late Tan Lay Siew ( Lum Choy Fong ):

Known Cases of Need :
(i) The premature baby boy of Ms. Mi Ni Lwin (employee of Shinryo):

- The baby requires neonatal intensive care costing S$1,500/day in Singapore. (Total estimated medical bill S$180,000). Ms. Ni Ni has researched a hospital in Myanmar but, according to her, they have advised they cannot manage the required medical care. Treatment received so far in Singapore in September/October 2010 totalled S$23,081.68, of which S$9,968 had been raised by Shinryo/personal donations as at 13 October. 

- The President reminded Council Members that the LHC’s limit for donations to beneficiaries is S$40,000 (or 20% of uncommitted funds). We have recently received an increasing number of medical assistance situations with large medical bills, beyond the resources of the LHC. In these cases the LHC cannot act as a quasi-medical insurance vehicle and, providing treatment is being given, may have to restrict assistance to aiding families concerned with day-to-day expenses by way of a contribution rather than a commitment to medical bills.

- All Council Members present agreed to offer S$5,000 one-off donation to cover day-to-day expenses. We may be in a position to reconsider further donations in the future once the hospital outlines the required monthly repayments.

(ii) Xu Song Yan :

-  We have previously given Xu Song Yan a donation (circa S$3,000). He fell through an open hole in a building. He is currently negotiating a higher settlement figure with previous employers and intends to return to China imminently. He has provided a list of expenditure totalling S$14,150 until December 2011. This includes primary school fees for 2011 totalling S$2,016. 

- Council Members present were reminded that in similar cases where the beneficiary is returning to their country of origin, the LHC has considered giving them a “one off” lump sum, final contribution.

- All Council Members present agreed to offer S$2,000 one-off donation to cover the majority of the primary school expenses.

Ronnie Tan to continue to research and advise the Council members of other potential cases of need.
