EVENTS :

We have a full calendar of events for the year, including regular, “ First Thursday of the Month” Get-Togethers.  These are now fully sponsored for the year by Corporate Members and generally attract between 50 and 70 members ( ie 25% to 35% of the membership ) and alternate between the Penny Black on Boat Quay and Harry’s Bar in Orchard Towers.  Paid up members attending benefit by being given two free beer tickets.

Collections are made at these gatherings which draw between $600 and $1,000 into our funds.

Other recent events include a Curry Night, a Horse Racing day and a Wine and Cheese Party.  Some of these are sponsored others are not, but all raise monies to our funds.  One difficulty we regularly experience however is in getting timely commitments from members and frequently attendances are made up by non-members.  

Major events to come include a Boat Trip in August, a Charity Golf Tournament in October and our Annual Dinner Dance in November.  We are also investigating having an event to coincide with the F1 Race Day by hiring part at least of a pub overlooking the race track.

Details of this latter event will be circulated through the Region when arranged but prompt commitments ( with money !! ) will be requested.

We are currently arranging to send out a questionnaire to canvas members’ opinion as to what events they would like to see and would support, in view of the sometimes lethargic or very late responses we do receive.

BENEFICIARIES :

We continue to support 3 families who lost their breadwinners, and any other miscellaneous persons in need.

We are also supporting 6 students from NUS under a scheme whereby the Singaporean Government matches our Bursary Sum of $45,000 over 4 years.  The last tranche of this will be payable this summer with the students still having two years to go.

We are also arranging to support between 4 and 6 students from Ngee Ann Polytech, the previous batch of students having now completed their courses.

We still have difficulty in finding persons in need and particularly accident victims, despite seeking MoM ( ministry of Manpower ) assistance, as frequently these victims are fearful of prejudicing their other insurance claim entitlements.

FUNDS :

Currently our funds are in a healthy state with a bank balance of just under $230,000.
